Fuel-cell vehicles are
powered by electric motors
that run on electricity
generated through a
chemical reaction between
hydrogen and oxygen,
emitting no carbon dioxide
(CO2). Fuel cell vehicles are
expected to enter the
market in the near future.

In view of the pressing need to ensure a stable
energy supply and combat global warming, it is
necessary to reduce emissions of carbon
dioxide, which accounts for 90 percent of all
greenhouse gases. We are now vigorously
promoting energy saving through various
activities, including energy-saving plant opera-
tion guidance to local plants that use large
quantities of energy. As part of our efforts to
promote the introduction of new energies, we
encourage companies and plants concerned to
introduce equipment powered by new energies,
and provide support to local governments and
organizations planning to introduce

Experts on store operation and management
offer guidance and advice with the support of
the government. Syaberoze seeks to promote
the independence of the disabled, to create
social entrepreneurial ventures, and to revital-
ize the shopping street.

B Machi-no-Eki (roadside station)

Plat-Home Takahama (Takahama Town, Fukui Prefecture)

In Takahama Town, Fukui Prefecture, the information and communication center Machi-no-Eki Plat-Home Takahama has
been established on the premises of JR Wakasa-Takahama Station, with support from the government. There is a
restaurant where any registered person can cook and serve food to guests, a multi-purpose room, an area for rental display
boxes, and a market where fresh produce and other locally produced items are sold. This community facility, readily
accessible by local residents, is expected to serve as a center for community development activities, with the active
participation of local residents.
